Key Stage One

Pupils should develop knowledge about the world, the United Kingdom and their locality. They should understand basic subject-specific vocabulary relating to human and
physical geography and begin to use geographical skills, including first-hand observation, to enhance their locational awareness.

Key Stage Two
Pupils should extend their knowledge and understanding beyond the local area to include the United Kingdom and Europe, North and South America. This will include the
location and characteristics of a range of the world’s most significant human and physical features. They should develop their use of geographical knowledge,
understanding and skills to enhance their locational and place knowledge.

Locating places and features
accurately on maps also becomes a
focus.

Locate the world’s countries, using
maps to focus on South America,
concentrating on environmental regions
and key physical and human
characteristics.

Name and locate counties and cities of
the United Kingdom, identifying
human and physical characteristics
including hills, mountains, rivers and
seas, and how a place has changed.

Identify the position and significance of
latitude, longitude, Equator, Northern
Hemisphere, Southern Hemisphere, the
Tropics of Cancer and Capricorn, Arctic
and Antarctic Circle, the
Prime/Greenwich Meridian and time
zones.

Key vocabulary: county, country, town,

Children begin to explore Eastern
Europe and South America using
maps to find these locations.
Children use their knowledge of
longitude, latitude, coordinates and
indexes to locate places. Compared
to Lower KS2, children focus more
on finding locations outside of the
UK.

Use maps to locate the world’s
countries with a focus on Eastern
Europe and South America,
concentrating on their
environmental regions, key physical
and human characteristics,
countries, and major cities.

Name and locate counties and
cities of the United Kingdom,
identifying their physical
features, including mountains,
and rivers, and land-use
patterns; showing change over
time.

Identify the position and significance
of latitude, longitude, Equator,
Northern Hemisphere, Southern
Hemisphere and use longitude and
latitude to find locations on a map.

Children focus on comparing
regions of the UK in depth and start to
look at an area outside of the UK.

They learn more
about extreme weather, the processes
involved in the causes and effects of
extreme weather, as well as beginning
to understand the impact of humans
on the earth.

Children deepen their understanding
of the difference between physical
and human geography. They can
explain the terminology of both
aspects of geography with a range of
examples. They spend time exploring
human geography and the impact
humans have on the world. They
focus on trade links, resources and
the distribution of resources around
the world. Children also learn about
the different types of mountains.

Children begin to develop their map
skills. They will be able to identify
features on a map through the use of
symbols and keys. Children begin to use
fieldwork skills to monitor and explain
patterns in human and physical
features.

Use maps, atlases, globes and
digital/computer mapping to locate
countries and describe features
studied.

Use symbols and keys (including the
use of Ordnance Survey maps), to
build their knowledge of the United
Kingdom and the wider world.

Use fieldwork to observe and
present the human and physical
features in the local area using
sketch maps, plans and digital
technologies.

Key vocabulary: sketch map, map, aerial
view, feature, annotation, landmark,
distance, key, symbol, land use, urban,
rural, population, coordinates.

Children build on their map skills by
communicating locations through
grid references and coordinates.
They also explain what makes a
good map symbol and why. Children
focus on observing and recording
the changes of human features over
time, for example trade patterns.

Use maps, atlases, globes and
digital/computer mapping to locate
countries and describe features.

Use the eight points of a compass,
four and six-figure grid references,
symbols and key (including the use
of Ordnance Survey maps) to build
their knowledge of the United
Kingdom and the wider world.

Use fieldwork to observe, measure,
record and present human features
using a range of methods, including
sketch maps, plans and graphs, and
digitaltechnologies.
