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PE will take place on Monday and Wednesday mornings. 
Forest School 
Forest school will take place on Tuesday afternoons, starting week beginning 15th September. 

Our theme is:

Personal, Social, Emotional Development
We will be learning to understand, remember and follow the routines of Anning Class. We will understand the behaviour expectations and follow the class rules. We will select activities with confidence and look after our classroom and toys.
Communication and Language 
We will play listening games and develop our attention skills, as well as singing nursery rhymes. We will share and discuss stories including ‘Here we are’ by Oliver Jeffers, ‘Funny Bones’ by Janet and Allan Ahlberg and ‘The Colour Monster’ by Anna Llenas.
Physical Development
We will work on developing our gross motor skills through climbing, balancing and riding. 
Reception children will also develop their fine motor skills ready for writing through the use of tweezers, scissors, paintbrushes and pencils.


Literacy 
We will be learning to recognise our name and using tools to mark make within the provision. Reception children will be learning to write their names and develop their letter formation. As well as starting Read, Write, Inc. Set 1 Sounds.
Maths
Nursery children will be learning number nursery rhymes and orally counting. Reception children will work on number recognition and formation, matching sorting and comparing.
